IMMUNIZATION FOR PREGNANT
WOMEN: A CALL TO ACTION
Immunizations are an essential part of prenatal care,
offering critical protection to women and their
fetuses against potentially deadly diseases. The
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices
recommends that women who are pregnant receive
an inactivated influenza and a
tetanus/diphtheria/acellular pertussis (Tdap)
vaccine in every pregnancy (1).
